Keith Bear's name in the Nu
E'ta (Mandan) language is
O'Mashi! Ryu Ta. It means
Northern Lights or He
Makes the Sky Burn with
Great Flame. A self-taught
flute player, Keith has been
performing since 1986.

His critically acclaimed
performances include
traditional storytelling
and the sacred Buffalo
Dance; a ceremony,
which only honored
tribal members, may
perform.

According to Keith,
"The Nu E'ta people
have had flutes for
hundreds of years using
the wind, birds and
water from the Big and
Little Missouri Rivers
for accompaniment.”

His first recording,
Echoes of the Upper
Missouri, reflects
Keith's desire to take
each listener on a
journey back to the
bottom lands as in
times passed. In fact,
the natural sounds
heard on this release
were recorded on
location in the ancestral
lands of the Mandan-
Hidatsa people.

Keith has appeared as

At the heart of the project is a five-part television series that shows how
Native peoples valiantly resisted expulsion from their lands and fought the
extinction of their culture -- from the Wampanoags of New England in the
1600s who used their alliance with the English to weaken rival tribes, to the
bold new leaders of the 1970s who harnessed the momentum of the civil rights
movement to forge a pan-Indian identity. We Shall Remain represents an
unprecedented collaboration between Native and non-Native filmmakers and
involves Native advisors and scholars at all levels of the project.

You may need to check the TV Guide listing to identify the correct time in our area
to see any of the listed programs below that may be of interest to you.

April 13, "After the Mayflower”
In 1621, the Wampanoag of New
England negotiated a treaty with
Pilgrim settlers. A half-century later,
as a brutal war flared between the
English and a confederation of
Indians, this diplomatic gamble
seemed fo have been a grave
miscalculation.

April 20, "Tecumseh's Vision”

In the course of his brief and
meteoric career, Tecumseh would
become one of the greatest Native
American leaders of all time,
orchestrating the most ambitious pan-
Indian resistance movement ever
mounted on the North American
continent.

April 27, "Trail of Tears”

Though the Tsalagi embraced
“civilization" and won recognition of
tribal sovereignty in the U.S. Supreme

Court, their resistance to removal
from their homeland failed.
Thousands were forced on a perilous
march to Indian Territory (Oklahoma).

May 4, "Geronimo”

Goyathlay ("one who yawns"), as the
leader of the last Native American
fighting force to capitulate to the
U.S. government, Geronimo was seen
by some as the perpetrator of
unspeakable savage cruelties, while to
others he was the embodiment of
proud resistance.

May 11, "Wounded Knee"

In 1973, American Indian Movement
activists and residents of the Pine
Ridge Reservation occupied the fown
of Wounded Knee, demanding redress
for grievances. As a result of the
siege, Indians across the country
forged a new path into the future.

St. Ann's Catholic School
is located on the Turtle
Mountain Reservation at
Belcourt that has an
enrollment of 31 students
in grades K-6. The
students are all enrolled
members of the Turtle
Mountain Band of
Chippewa. This year

the school initiated a
program called, Players in
Progress (PIP) that
provides kids with
basketball fundamentals.

They dribble, pass, and
spin the ball on their
fingers in sync. Their ball-
handling techniques and
attractive routine quickly
got them many invitations
to perform at local
sporting events on and
near the reservation. This
escalated into invitations
to fournaments, including
the North Dakota Class A
basketball fournament
held at the Fargo Dome on
March 14.

The school, which
operates primarily with
volunteers and a limited

budget with many parents
who live in poverty, had a
very short time to raise
funds to give the students
the opportunity to
perform at the
tournament. Many of the
parents could not afford
the trip, so this gave the
school an additional
challenge. However, it was
just a bump in the road.
Through the generosity of
the people of Fargo, the
trip became reality and
the kids were able to
make the journey to
Fargo.

Upon arrival, the Oak
Grove School allowed the
kids to sleep in their gym
on cots provided by the
Red Cross. They even
provided a breakfast.
And, the Daughters of
the Earth Native women's
organization agreed fo
provide Indian Tacos.

When searching for a
location to feed the
group, St. Stephan's
Episcopal Church opened
their cafeteria to the

grateful group from St.
Ann's. Without the
kindness shown fo the
group by the Fargo
residents, the trip would
have been a challenge and
may not have occurred.
Upon return, one of the
students commented to
his mother," This was the
best thing that happened
to me in my lifel" St.
Stephan's has wonderful
community spirit and for
this the school has
expressed their deep
appreciation.
